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Maths Year 3 Count from 0 in multiples of 4, 8, 50 and 100; find 10 or 100 more or less than a given number. Add / subtract numbers mentally.  Solve problems, including missing number problems. Recall and use multiplication and division facts. Use written methods for division. Solve problems, including missing number problems, involving × and ÷. Recognise, find & write fractions of a discrete set of objects: unit fractions & non-unit fractions with small denominators. Tell and write the time from an analogue clock, including using Roman numerals, and 12-hour /24-hour clocks. Estimate and read time to the nearest minute; record and compare time in terms of seconds, minutes and hours; use vocabulary such as o’clock, a.m./p.m. Know the number of seconds in a minute and the number of days in each month, year / leap year. Draw 2-D shapes and make 3-D shapes; recognise /describe 3-D shapes in different orientations. Recognise angles as a property of shape or a description of a turn. Identify right angles, recognise two right angles make a half-turn, three make three quarters of a turn and four a complete turn; identify whether angles are > or < a right angle. Identify horizontal / vertical lines and pairs of perpendicular/ parallel lines. 


Year 4 Re-call tables up to 12 x 12. Add / subtract numbers mentally up to 100s . Use a written method of division and apply to 1 / 2  step word problems inc 1000s. Solve problems, including missing number problems, involving × and ÷.  Recognise and show, using diagrams, families of common equivalent fractions. Solve problems involving fractions to calculate quantities, divide quantities, including non-unit fractions. Find fractions of number. Recognise and use Roman numerals to 1000 and to recognise dates using numerals. Revise yr 3 objectives and read, write and convert time between analogue and digital 12- and 24-hour clocks. Solve problems involving converting from hours to minutes etc Compare /classify geometric shapes, incl. quadrilaterals and triangles, based on their properties/ sizes. Identify lines of symmetry in 2-D shapes.

Computing.


We are programmers – The children will learn how to write a program (using scratch) correct mistakes in order to achieve a specific goal. They will solve problems with the program and debug those problems. 





Topic –

Information texts. 


The class are to study the structure & language features of non-chronological reports before planning, researching & finally composing their own report.  The class will explore persuasive language & different points of view.


Grammar focus:�1. Extend the range of sentences with more than one clause by using a wider range of conjunctions 


2. Use conjunctions, adverbs and prepositions to express time and cause. 


3. Use grammatical terminology

The class will explore folk tales and myths before performing their own oral re-telling and written adaptations. They will learn about adverbial clauses to make their writing more interesting and use commas to organise their writing.

Science


Electricity The class will identify common appliances that run on electricity. They will construct a simple series electrical circuit, identifying and naming its basic parts, including cells, wires, bulbs, switches and buzzers. The children will identify whether or not a lamp will light in a simple series circuit, based on whether or not the lamp is part of a complete loop with a battery. The class will recognise that a switch opens and closes a circuit and associate this with whether or not a lamp lights in a simple series circuit. The children will recognise some common conductors and insulators, and associate metals with being good conductors. The class will investigate problems, gather data, classify information and make observations. The children will use results to draw simple conclusions, make predictions for new values, suggest improvements and raise further questions.
