Solve a problem using knowledge of place value. Add three 2-digit numbers using partitioning into 10s and 1s. Add pairs of 2-digit numbers using a variety of strategies. Subtract near multiples of 10 from a 2-digit number. Subtract any 2-digit number from another, using counting up. Add /subtract two 3-digit numbers that give a 10 in the 1s column.


Know what each digit represents in a 3-digit amount of money. Use 0 as a placeholder. Multiply and divide by 10 and 100.Know how to use place value to help with multiplying and dividing. Multiply and divide amounts of money by 10 and 100. Perform 2-step operations. Shared targets Establish weight benchmarks (1kg and 100g) and make estimates. Read scales to the nearest 100g. Record results in a bar chart, one square = 100g. Choose appropriate units of measurement to measure objects. Collect, record and interpret data in a bar chart when one step represents several units. Recognise and show, using diagrams, families of common equivalent fractions. Solve problems involving fractions to calculate quantities, divide quantities, including non-unit fractions. Find fractions of number. Year 4 Understand that when we divide by 10 or multiply the digit shifts. Understand what each digit represents in a number with 1 decimal place. Understand what each digit represents in a number with 1 decimal place. Place one-place decimals on a number line. Round tenths to nearest whole. Recognise decimal and fraction forms of tenths. Solve a problem using knowledge of place value. Order at least 10 numbers with 1 decimal place. Use compact addition to add three 2-digit numbers. Use rounding to estimate totals.  Use compact addition to add four 2-digit Use compact addition to add amounts of money with one ‘carry’. Find the change from £5 and from £10.  Find a difference between prices, e.g. £4.24 and £3.78. 





Science - States of Matter


Compare/group materials together, according to whether they are solids, liquids or gases. Observe that some materials change state when they are heated or cooled, and measure/research the temperature in degrees Celsius (°C) Identify the part played by evaporation and condensation in the water cycle and associate the rate of evaporation with temperature


Ask relevant questions and using different types of scientific enquiries to answer them. Set up simple practical enquiries, comparative and fair tests. Make systematic and careful observations and, where appropriate, taking accurate measurements. Use standard units, using a range of equipment, including thermometers and data loggers. Record findings using simple scientific language, drawings, labelled diagrams, keys, bar charts, and tables. Report on findings from enquiries. Use scientific evidence to support findings





Other Subjects Art and DT   -  


Music – Improvise and compose music for a range of purposes, using voices and instruments with increased accuracy, control and fluency.


MFL- Revision of basic vocabulary, inc greetings, nouns and the basic elements for sentence construction.

We are programmers – The children will learn how to write a program (using scratch) correct mistakes in order to achieve a specific goal. They will solve problems with the program and debug those problems.

Fiction – Text Wreak of the Zanzibar


The children will learn how to extend the range of sentences with more than one clause by using a wider range of conjunctions.


The class will learn about how to use conjunctions, adverbs and prepositions to express time and cause.


The children will learn when and how to use and punctuate direct speech.





Fiction – Text  Fantastic Mr Fox by Roald Dahl, 


The children will familiarise themselves with features of narrative, finding examples from the book and through role play and hot-seating.


There will be a focus on direct speech and use the features and format they have seen to plan and write their own fantastic stories.
