History/Geography





Human Geography


This topic will cover types of settlements and land use, economic activity and distribution of natural resources including energy, food, minerals and water. 





Geographical skills and fieldwork


Use field work to observe, measure and record and present the human and physical features in the local area using a range of methods. 





Maths 


Solve problems, including missing number problems, involving multiplication and division, including positive integer scaling problems and correspondence problems in which n objects are connected to m objectives. 


Solve problems involving adding and multiplying, including using distributive law to multiply two digit numbers by one digit, integer scaling problems and harder correspondence problems such as n objects are connected to m objects. 


Write and calculate mathematical statements for multiplication and division using the multiplication tables they know, including for two digit numbers time one digit numbers, using mental and progressing to formal written methods.





Multiply two digit and three digit numbers by one digit number using formal written layout.





Find the rectilinear shapes by counting squares  and then linked to multiplication. 





Recall and use multiplication and division facts for the 3, 4 and 8 multiplication tables. Recall and use multiplication and division facts up to the 12 x 12 tables.





Recognise and use factor pairs and commutatively in mental calculations.

Science    Rocks and Plants





Find out more about sedimentary rocks and how fossils are formed from some animals and plants that die.


Review how soil is formed and why it is important to look after it. Closely observe a soil sample and record what is found. Look at and draw a soil profile. 


Discuss erosion. Look at images, and discuss the effects and causes of flooding. Plan and carry out a practical investigation about the permeability of 3 different types of soils including measuring





Identify the basic parts of plants: roots, leaves, stems and flowers. Look closely at roots and their functions.


Learn how plants make their own food in leaves. Measure plants and start an enquiry to answer ‘Do leaves help plants grow?’ Plant further seedlings to observe the effect of water on growth and grow cress under different conditions.
