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Topic – Locate the world’s countries, using maps to focus on concentrating on their environmental regions, key physical and human characteristics, countries and major cities. Understand geographical similarities and differences through the study of human and physical geography in a region of the UK a region in a European country and a region within America. Describe and understand key aspects of physical geography. Describe and understand human geography including types of settlement and land use, economic activity including trade links, and the distribution of natural resources including energy, food, minerals and water. Retrieve, record and present information from non-fiction. Complete, read and interpret information in tables. Connect their work on coordinates/scales to their interpretation of graphs.

Persuasive writing Description: The children will research persuasive writing and then use that skill to debate if  zoos good or bad? Children will look at information to help them decide their own opinion on this matter, beginning with Zoo by A Browne and Rainbow Bear by M Morpurgo before moving on to analysing different persuasive writing. Finally they will write to persuade us to be for or against zoos! Grammar focus 1. Use and punctuate direct speech. 2. Use the present perfect form of verbs in contrast to the past tense.


Fiction with an element of fantasy Description: Through Morpurgo's touching The Butterfly Lion, children explore fiction with an element of fantasy. Children think about narrator, setting and the impact of language choice. Listening to the majority of the novel, children read selected extracts, discussing and responding to the text. novel. Grammar includes: Use and punctuate direct speech.


2. Understand that writing can be third or first person. 3. Use adverbs and adverbials.


Odes and insults Description: Love chocolate, but hate greens? Children investigate the contrasting styles of ode and insult poetry. A range of poetry is included in the resources, the most well-known of which is Shelley's To a Skylark. Simile, metaphor and hyperbole are explored. Grammar focus:�1. Choose nouns or pronouns appropriately for clarity and cohesion and to avoid repetition. 2. Use and punctuate direct speech.

Add and subtract numbers mentally, including a 3-digit number and ones; a 3-digit number and tens and a 3-digit number and hundreds. Solve problems (inc missing no)Estimate, add and subtract nos with up to 3 digits, using formal written methods of columnar addition and subtraction.


Read Roman numerals to 100 (I to C). Divide amounts by 10, 100 and 1000 and understand the effects. Count up & down in tenths; recognise that tenths arise from dividing an object into 10 equal parts and in dividing 1-digit numbers or quantities by 10. Add/subtract, find equivalent, compare fractions. Multiply and divide numbers using a column or the short division method up to three digits. Complete symmetrical shapes/patterns. Recognise acute and obtuse angles. Sort quadrilaterals.





Read Roman numerals to 100 (I to C). Solve problems (inc missing no) estimate, add and subtract numbers with up to 4 digits using the formal written methods of columnar addition and subtraction where appropriate. Divide amounts by 10, 100 and 1000 and understand the effects.


Multiply and divide numbers using a column or the short division method up to four digits. Multiply numbers using a long multiplication method.  Add/subtract, find equivalent, compare fractions. Recognise and write decimal equivalents of any number of tenths or hundredths. Recognise and write decimal equivalents to ¼ ½ ¾. Complete symmetrical shapes/patterns. Recognise acute and obtuse angles. Recognise different types of triangle. Investigate angles in quadrilaterals. Sort quadrilaterals.








Living things and their habitats.





The children will recognise that environments can change and that this can sometimes pose dangers to living things The class will be asking relevant questions and using different types of scientific enquiries to answer them; setting up simple practical enquiries, comparative and fair tests, making systematic and careful observations and, where appropriate, taking accurate measurements using standard units, using a range of equipment. The class will record findings using simple scientific language, drawings, labelled diagrams, keys, bar charts, and tables; reporting on findings from enquiries, including oral and written explanations, displays or presentations of results and conclusions, using results to draw simple conclusions, make predictions for new values, suggest improvements and raise further questions. During this process the class will identify differences, similarities or changes related to simple scientific ideas and processes. Throughout the process the class will be using straightforward scientific evidence to answer questions or to support their findings.
