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History 


Understand the importance of temples to the Ancient Greeks and that they were homes for the gods and goddesses. Understand architectural features of Greek temples.


Research what the Ancient Games were like, who visited and what they did, the format and meaning of the Ancient Greek opening ceremony. Research the Olympic flame, its origins in Olympia and its journey . Consider the importance the god Zeus played in the Games and why olive leaf wreaths were given to the winners. Research the events at the original Olympic Games and compare to modern day Olympic Games. Empathize what it would have been like for the spectators of the Ancient Greek Games and research famous athletes.














English  


Myths


The children will become familiar with a range of Greek Myths, The Orchard Book of Greek Myths by Geraldine McCraughrean, Greek Myths by Marcia Williams. 


The class will use them to study powerful verbs, verb tenses, use of first and third person, paragraphs and ways of showing dialogue. 


The class will draw story maps to learn a Greek Myth off by heart and to retell another myth in written form. 





Adventure stories





Using Percy Jackson the Lightening Thief, children look for examples of adverbs and adverbial phrases. 


The class will memorise a section of dialogue and use it as a basis for their own writing. 


In the second week the focus is on complex and compound sentences as children write their own adventure story.








Maths 





Shape and space


Convert between different units of measurement. Measure and calculate the perimeter of a rectilinear figure including squares in cm and m.


Identify lines of symmetry in 2-D shapes presented in different orientations.


Complete a simple symmetric figure with respect to a specific line of symmetry. 


Describe movements between position as translations of a given unit left/right and up/down.


Plot specified points and draw sides to complete a given polygon. 


Compare and classify geometric shapes, including quadrilaterals and triangles, based on properties and sizes. 


Statistics


Interpret and present discrete and continuous data using appropriate graphical methods, including bar charts and time charts. 


Solve comparison, sum and difference problems using information presented in bar charts, pictograms, tables and other graphs. 


Place value, addition and subtraction.


Recognise the value of each digit with numbers more than four digits. Recognise Roman numerals beyond 100. Solve problems using written addition and subtraction methods


Fractions/decimals with multiplication and division


Find equivalent fractions and fractions of amounts using division and multiplications methods.

Science   


Learn the correct vocabulary for food groups and sort food into groups. Learn about different diets & the need for a balanced diet. Learn how food is broken down into smaller bits in our mouths, stomach & intestine and how these small nutrients are absorbed into the blood stream (circulatory system), which acts like a transport system to deliver nutrients to all parts of the body. Research the main functions of skeletons: support, protection & movement. Learn how muscles are also needed for movement. Learn how animals have exoskeletons. Compare them with endoskeletons like humans have. 


Research joints in the human body & the movements that each allow before looking at how muscles control every move we make.
