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Topic –  The class will discuss the causes of the First World War. They will study of an aspect or theme in British history that extends pupils’ chronological knowledge beyond 1066. They will study of a significant turning point in British history. The class will continue to develop a chronologically secure knowledge and understanding of British, local and world history, establishing clear narratives across the periods they study. The class will construct informed responses that involve thoughtful selection and organisation of relevant historical information. They will understand how our knowledge of the past is constructed from a range of sources. The class will have gained an increased understanding of a range of coastal defence strategies. The class will have compiled a glossary of key terms used to describe coastal physical features and processes as well as gain an understanding of the potential impacts of the sea on humans. The class will research what the term ‘coast’ means as well as understand that there are many different types of coastline around the UK.














English   Fiction - Essential books:Warhorse


The class will have many opportunities to practise simple, compound & complex sentences with powerful verbs. They then create their own stories based around Warhorse. The learning will focus on using grammatical terminology specifically by using and recognising adjectives, nouns and adverbs, understanding and using adverbials and fronted adverbials. Finally the class will use and understand grammatical terminology  


Instructions and explanations. The children will focus on using grammatical terminology specifically by beginning to recognise the concept of a verb and by choosing and using powerful verbs;  The learning will focus on the understanding that writing can be first or third person. The class will focus on learning how to use and understanding grammatical terminology Outdoor learning making maps, involving instructions on travel and map use.

Outdoor PE – Invasion games


Indoor PE – Dance. The children will learn to perform dance using a range of movement patterns whilst developing flexibility, control and balance.

Maths Year 3 - Count from 0 in multiples of 4, 8, 50 and 100; find 10 or 100 more or less than a given number. Recognise the place value of each digit in a 3-digit number (100s, 10s, 1s) Compare and order numbers up to 1000. Identify, represent and estimate numbers using different representations.


Recall and use multiplication and division facts for the 3, 4 and 8 multiplication tables. Write and calculate mathematical statements for × and ÷ using the multiplication tables that they know, including for 2-digit numbers times 1-digit numbers, using mental and progressing to formal written methods. Solve problems (1 step), including missing number problems, involving × and ÷, including positive integer scaling problems and correspondence problems in which n objects are connected to m objects.


Year 4 - Find 1000 more or less than a given number. Recognise the place value of each digit in a four-digit number (thousands, hundreds, tens, and ones) Order and compare numbers beyond 1000. Identify, represent and estimate numbers using different representations. Solve number and practical problems that involve all of the above and with increasingly large positive numbers including 2 step problems.


Multiply 2/3 digits by 1 digit. Find factor pairs. Solve problems


Year 3 and 4 - Read and write numbers up to 100 in numerals and in words. Solve number problems and practical problems involving these ideas. Add and subtract numbers mentally, including a 3-digit number and ones; a 3-digit number and tens and a 3-digit number and hundreds (4 digits for year 4.) Solve problems, including missing number problems, using number facts, place value, and more complex addition and subtraction.


Outdoor learning - Maps: involving co-ordinates and compass points.





Other Subjects


Art and DT   -  Improve mastery of drawing and sculpture with a range of materials. 


Music – Improvise and compose music for a range of purposes, using voices and instruments with increased accuracy, control and fluency.


MFL- Revision of basic vocabulary, inc greetings, nouns and the basic elements for sentence construction. 





Science  Forces and magnets.


Learn what is meant by forces, pushes and pulls requiring direct contact then how to use arrows to show the direction of forces.


Learn how different things move, for example, with simple pushes or pulls.


Look at a naturally occurring magnetic rock called lodestone (magnetite). Learn about the origins of, and myths about magnets. Find out how a compass works, and make a simple one. 


Materials that are attracted to magnets are called magnetic. Identify magnetic & non-magnetic materials in the classroom. Use bar magnets to find out like poles repel and opposite poles attract. Earth acts like a large bar magnet and that two poles are called north and south.
