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English   Non-chronological reports  Description: The class will read an online newspaper report about an amazing model of Hogwarts recently opened to the public. The class will design a poster or leaflet to advertise it and look at school reports Hogwarts style. They collaborate to design a Hogwarts school prospectus. Grammar focus:�1. Extend the range of sentences with more than one clause: compound and complex sentences. 2. Use commas after or before phrases and clauses. 3. Use pronouns to avoid repetition or ambiguity and to add clarity and cohesion. Humorous poems Description: The children will enjoy these humorous poems about teachers which will inspire learning about powerful verbs, verb tenses, adverbs and adverbial phrases. Chn use the poems they read as models for writing their own verses & poems.


Grammar focus:1. Use grammatical terminology specifically by beginning to recognise the concept of a verb and by choosing and using powerful verbs 2. Understand and use adverbs, adverbials and fronted adverbials. 3.  Use and understand grammatical terminology  





Topic –  They will study of an aspect or theme in British history that extends pupils’ chronological knowledge beyond 1066. They will study of a significant turning point in British history. The class will continue to develop a chronologically secure knowledge and understanding of British, local and world history. The class will construct informed responses that involve thoughtful selection and organisation of relevant historical information. They will understand how our knowledge of the past is constructed from a range of sources. The class will have gained an increased understanding of a range of coastal defence strategies. The class will have compiled a glossary of key terms used to describe coastal physical features and processes as well as gain an understanding of the potential impacts of the sea on humans. The class will research what the term ‘coast’ means as well as understand that there are many different types of coastline around the UK.

Maths


Count from 0 in multiples of 4, 8, 50 and 100; find 10 or 100 more or less than a given number. Solve problems, including missing number problems. Recall and use multiplication and division facts. Use written methods for division. Solve problems, including missing number problems, involving × and ÷. 


Use a written method for addition and subtraction.


Re-call tables up to 12 x 12. Add / subtract numbers mentally up to 100s . Use a written method of division and apply to 1 / 2  step word problems inc 1000s. Solve problems, including missing number problems, involving × and ÷.  


Revise yr 3 objectives and read, write and convert time between analogue and digital 12- and 24-hour clocks. Solve problems involving converting from hours to minutes etc 


Use accurately written forms of multiplication and division in a compact manner such as short multiplication. 


Use place value, known and derived facts to multiply and divide mentally, including: multiplying by 0 and 1: dividing by 1; multiplying together three numbers.


Recognise and use factor pairs and commutatively in mental calculations. 





Tell and write the time from an analogue clock, including using Roman numerals, and 12-hour /24-hour clocks. Estimate and read time to the nearest minute; record and compare time in terms of seconds, minutes and hours; use vocabulary such as o’clock, a.m./p.m. Know the number of seconds in a minute and the number of days in each month, year / leap year.

Art and DT   -  Improve mastery of drawing and sculpture with a range of materials. 


Music – Improvise and compose music for a range of purposes, using voices and instruments with increased accuracy, control and fluency.


MFL- Revision of basic vocabulary, inc greetings, nouns and the basic elements for sentence construction. 





Science  Habitats


The children will recognise that environments can change and that this can sometimes pose dangers to living things. During this topic the class will set up simple practical enquiries, comparative and fair tests. They will make systematic and careful observations and, where appropriate, taking accurate measurements using standard units, using a range of equipment. The children will gather, record, classify and present  data in a variety of ways to answer questions. The class will record findings using simple scientific language, drawings, labelled diagrams, keys, bar charts, and tables. They will report on findings from enquiries, including oral and written explanations, displays or presentations of results and conclusions. 





RE - During RE, the class will be using the new Curriculum's questions to examine their learning and access a deeper understanding of the topic. ‘What is important for Sikh people?’
