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Other Subjects 


Music – Improvise and compose music for a range of purposes, using voices and instruments with increased accuracy, control and fluency.


MFL- Games focus, inc greetings, nouns and the basic elements for sentence construction. 





Science – Content Rocks and Solids. 


The class will compare and group together different kinds of rocks on the basis of their appearance and simple physical properties, describe in simple terms how fossils are formed when things that have lived are trapped within rock and  recognise that soils are made from rocks and organic matter


Thinking Scientifically. 


The class will ask relevant questions and using different types of scientific enquiries to answer them. They will set up simple practical enquiries, comparative and fair tests. The class will make systematic and careful observations and, where appropriate, taking accurate measurements using standard units, using a range of equipment, including thermometers and data loggers. They will gather, record, classify and present data in a variety of ways to help in answering questions. The class will record findings using simple scientific language, drawings, labelled diagrams, keys, bar charts, and tables. 





Topic – A rock and a hard place. 


The class will study an aspect or theme in British history that extends pupils’ chronological knowledge beyond 1066 such as crime and punishment from the Anglo-Saxons to the present. They will develop a chronologically secure knowledge/understanding of British history. The class will use appropriate historical terms. The class will address and sometimes devise historically valid questions about change, cause, similarity and difference, and significance. They will understand how our knowledge of the past is constructed from a range of sources, and should evaluate the reliability of each of these sources. The class will construct informed responses that involve thoughtful selection and organisation of relevant historical information. The children will create sketchbooks to record their observations and use them to review and revisit ideas and improve the mastery of art and design techniques. They will produce creative work, exploring their ideas and recording their ideas.








English   


Fiction – Text  Fantastic Mr Fox by Roald Dahl, 


The children will familiarise themselves with features of narrative, finding examples from the book and through role play and hot-seating. There will be a focus on direct speech and use the features and format they have seen to plan and write their own fantastic stories.


Recounts


Text - The Day I Swapped my Dad for Two Goldfish by Neil Gaiman & Dave McKean and Diary of a Killer Cat by Anne Fine. The class will explore The Day I Swapped my Dad for Two Goldfish. Act out swap stories; learn about adverbials & recounts using past tense & 1st person & chronological order. Write a new version of The Diary of a Killer Cat using recount features & complex sentences.  


They will use adverbs and adverbials, create complex sentences and use commas after or before phrases and clauses.

Maths Year 3 and Year 4 


Fractions


Recognise and show, using diagrams, families of common equivalent fractions. 


Count up and down in hundredths: recognise that hundredth arise when dividing an object by one hundred and diving tenths by ten. 


Solve problems involving increasingly harder fractions to calculate quantities and fractions to divide quantities,  including non-unit fractions where the answer is a whole number. 


Add and subtract fractions with the same denominator. 


Decimals


Recognise and write decimal equivalents of any number of tenths or hundredths. 


Recognise and write decimal equivalents.


Find the effect of dividing a one or two digit number by 10 or 100, identifying the value of the digits in the answer as one, tenths and hundredths. Round decimals with one decimal place to the nearest whole. Compare numbers with the same number of decimals places to two decimal places.

Convert between 24 hour and 12 hour clock.
