	Activity Title:
	Climbing up the Drainpipe Addition Activity

	Learning Intentions:
	In practical activities and discussion, beginning to use the vocabulary involved in adding. (M:N 40-60)

	Resources:
	Chalk, a large dice, Spider Headbands.

	Preparations:
	Print and assemble the Spider Headbands. Draw a large drainpipe on the ground, with 21 sections labelled 0-20. At the end of the drainpipe, draw a chalk sunshine. 
This activity is perfect for 4, 6, or 8 children in the outside area. 

	Key Mathematical Vocabulary:

	Number, add, addition, count on, increase, more, increases by, goes up by, equals, altogether.

	Adult Input ([image: image1.png]


with Reasoning and Deepening Opportunities in italics):

	· Stand the children alongside the chalked number track. Explain that today, we are going to play a game where you will need to be in pairs. One of you will be playing the game and throwing the dice. The other person will be the spider playing piece.
· Show the children the drainpipe number track on the ground and explain that the aim of the game is to move their spider up the drainpipe all the way to the sunshine at the end. 
· Which number do you think we need to start on? Why?
· Split the children into pairs and decide which child from each pair will be playing the game and which will be the playing piece. The children that are the playing pieces will need to wear one of the coloured spider headbands and stand together on ‘0’. 
· Ask the first child to throw the dice. Look together at the number shown and encourage the children to think about the number of spaces they need to move their spider.
· Which number is your spider on?

· How many spaces do you need to move your spider?

· Encourage the child to count on the correct number of spaces and move their spider to the correct number.

· Once all of the children have had their first turn, play returns to the first pair. Encourage the children to look at the number that they are already on.
· What number are you starting on?

· How many are you counting on?

· How can we count on this number of spaces?

· It may help for you to model ‘counting on’ with the children. For example, if they need to show five, count on three. Then say, “You are standing on the number five and you need to count on three more. I will put five in my head and then count on three more, six, seven, eight. The answer is eight.”

· How could we use our fingers to help us?

· The children can continue to roll the dice and move their partner on, until they reach the sunshine. Once all of the children have finished, they can swap with their partner, so that both children have a turn at playing the game.
· Continue to ask questions that encourage the development of children; reasoning skills. Such as:

· Which number are you on?

· What number does the dice tell us we need to count on?  

· What should we do first? 

· How can we be sure we have landed on the correct number? Is there a way we can check?

· Praise the children for their excellent number work. 

	Ideas for Additional Support:

· Some children may continue to count the number they begin on, therefore finishing on the wrong number. For example, two count on two more, they may say two, three. Continue to encourage children to put the starting number in their heads and then count on two more, modelling this process clearly on the number line or on their fingers.

· Children may need support with one to one correspondence as they move their partner along the number track. Encourage them to move their partner one space at a time, counting one number for each space they move. 

	Solve the Problem: 

To challenge and extend children further, you may like to observe how children apply their knowledge through the following problem-solving context.
· My spider is on zero. I roll my dice only two times and I get to ten. Which two numbers did I roll? How can you be sure? Is there another way? 

	Master it! Ideas for Extension into Continuous Provision: 

· Provide the children with simple board games that require the children to ‘count on’ from a number, such as Snakes and Ladders (1-20).
· Set up this EYFS Maths Addition Chilli Challenges- Shopping Addition to encourage counting on and addition. 
· Leave the chalk drainpipe and the other resources from this activity for children to play independently. 

	Opportunities for Observation and Assessment:

	PS&ED: Making Relationships

	(40-60) Explains own knowledge and understanding, and asks appropriate questions of others.

	PS&ED: Self-Confidence and Self-Awareness

	(40-60) Confident to speak to others about own needs, wants, interests and opinions.

	C&L: Listening and Attention

	(30-50) Listens to others one to one or in small groups, when conversation interests them.

(30-50) Focusing attention – still listen or do, but can shift own attention.

(30-50) Is able to follow directions (if not intently focused on own choice of activity).
