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Maths Year 3 Count from 0 in multiples of 4, 8, 50 and 100; find 10 or 100 more or less than a given number. 


Recognise the place value of each digit in a 3-digit number (100s, 10s, 1s) Compare and order numbers up to 1000. Identify, represent and estimate numbers using different representations. 


Solve number problems and practical problems involving these ideas. Add and subtract numbers mentally, including a 3-digit number and ones; a 3-digit number and tens and a 3-digit number and hundreds. Estimate the answer to a calculation and use inverse operations to check answers.


Solve problems, including missing number problems, using number facts, place value, and more complex addition and subtraction.


Write and calculate mathematical statements for × and ÷ using the multiplication tables that they know, including for 2-digit numbers times 1-digit numbers.


Add and subtract amounts of money to give change, using both £ and p in practical contexts 


Draw 2-D shapes and make 3-D shapes using modelling materials; recognise 3-D shapes in different orientations and describe them Recognise angles as a property of shape or a description of a turn. Identify right angles, recognise that two right angles make a half-turn, three make three quarters of a turn and four a complete turn; identify whether angles are greater than or less than a right angle.

2. Information text. Chn study the structure & language features of non-chronological reports before planning, researching & finally composing their own report. At the end of the plan the class explore persuasive language & different points of view, ending in a debate. Grammar focus: Extend the range of sentences with more than one clause by using a wider range of conjunctions. Use conjunctions, adverbs and prepositions to express time and cause.  Use grammatical terminology
