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RE

Time 





Convert between different units of measure, e.g. hour to minute. Read, write & convert time between analogue and digital 12 and 24 hour clocks. Solve problems involving converting from hours to minutes; minutes to seconds; years to months; weeks to days.





Shape and space





Convert between different units of measurement. Measure and calculate the perimeter of a rectilinear figure including squares in cm and m.


Identify acute and obtuse angles and compare and order angles up to two right angles by size.


Identify lines of symmetry in 2-D shapes presented in different orientations.


Complete a simple symmetric figure with respect to a specific line of symmetry. 


Describe position on a 2-D grid as coordinates in the first quadrant.


Describe movements between position as translations of a given unit left/right and up/down.


Plot specified points and draw sides to complete a given polygon.

Art and DT   -  Sketching, using labels correctly on diagrams. Creating 3-D models.

MFL-  Ca Posse – Growing things





Science   - Living things and their habitats


MRS NERG – mnemonic for the seven characteristics of living things. Define a habitat and establish that animals & plants live in a particular habitat to meet their basic needs


Explain that there are about 9 million different living things on Earth & define why is it useful to classify them to aid identification. 


Observe &/or collect minibeasts & record them & any evidence (including plants) to show why the habitat is suitable for them. Use identification charts. Introduce chn to available software for creating branching databases or dichotomous keys. Create their own classification key for minibeasts. Learn about the feeding relationship (food chains) between different living things in a particular habitat. Find out how food chains can be built into complex webs & weave one together. Discuss what happens if one link in the chain is removed.


Learn about natural & human-led changes in environments, both positive & negative, e.g. nature reserves, ecologically planned parks & garden ponds OR population, litter & deforestation.


Find out how habitats are managed, both in the past & present. Discuss what happens to unmanaged habitats. Study in depth a local habitat that is being managed.


This will be linked to Outdoor learning where different habitats will be investigated.  





English   Non-chronological reports 


The children will read reviews, play games and they will write their own game reports! Pronouns and tense activities will be focused.


Grammar focus:�1. Use the perfect form of verbs to mark relationships of time and cause 


2. Use commas after or before phrases and clauses. 


3. Use pronouns to avoid repetition or ambiguity and to add clarity and cohesion.


Persuasive writing


Explore and discuss adverts. They find key features of persuasive writing and use these with a twist, to persuade people NOT to buy! Using compound and complex sentences the chn will then write a persuasive letter about their bedtime!


Grammar focus:�1. Use a wide range of connectives to extend sentences to include more than one clause


2. Use conjunctions


3.  Use commas after or before phrases and clauses.


4. Use and punctuate direct speech.





History/Geography


Continue to develop a chronologically secure knowledge and understanding of Britain, local and world history, establishing clear narratives within and across the periods they study.


To gain and deploy a historically-grounded understanding of abstract terms such as ‘empire’ and ‘civilization’.


Understand Ancient Greece, Greek life, their achievements and influence on the western world.


Chn should construct informed responses that involve thoughtful selection and organisation of relevant historical information. They should understand how our knowledge of the past is constructed from a range of sources.


Gain and deploy a historically grounded understanding of abstract terms such as ‘empire’.


Links will be made to outdoor learning during the topic such as Greek Games.
